Easter Bonnet Parade - Monday 29 March at 2pm
All pupils will be parading around Whittington Oval from 2pm onwards with pupils in nursery, reception, year 1 and year 2 proudly wearing the Easter bonnets that they have made.  Bonnets should not be brought into school until the morning of Monday 29 March when they will be judged.  The parade will finish with a prize giving assembly in the upper school hall where prizes will be awarded for 1st, 2nd and 3rd places in each year group – all parents are cordially invited to join us.
