Here is our new homework policy for your information.

Why Are We Doing Homework?

Homework is a valuable tool to aid children’s learning and is a good way for parents / carers to see and understand what subjects are being studied.  Statistics have shown that pupils who regularly complete appropriate homework tasks raise their general level of achievement in school.

What Homework Are We Doing?

From year 1 upwards spellings, tables and home reading books will be sent home and organised separately by class teachers.  Timings given on the homework timetables are guidelines only.  Each year group will have one numeracy, one literacy and one topic (history / geography / science / art) task per week.  These can be undertaken at any time during the week but must be completed and returned to school as detailed overleaf.

What Are The Rewards?

Completing their homework and handing it in on time will earn children stamps on their reward chart.  Those consistently completing homework every week in a half-term will receive a small prize and certificate.

Homework books are an important part of the process and, as such, should be returned to school on the appropriate day – lost homework books can be replaced at a cost of 50p.

Pupils will:
· complete  homework each week

· hand homework in as detailed overleaf

· take good care of all homework booklets and folders

Parents will:
· provide a suitable working environment for pupils to complete homework in ie at a table with the television / radio / stereo turned off
· provide help and support for pupils who need extra encouragement to complete tasks

· ensure work is returned to school as detailed overleaf

Teachers will:
· send out weekly homework booklets

· mark all homework weekly

· returned marked homework to pupils as detailed overleaf
